All submissions must be accompanied by a covering letter giving affiliation, full address, telephone and fax numbers, and e-mail address (if available). Papers are accepted as full-length or short papers: short papers describe extensions of previous work, new experimental results, or other material of limited scope. Papers submitted to this Journal must not be submitted to any other journal or magazine, and papers that have been published previously in any form are not acceptable.
The author must notify the Editor at the time of submission if the paper contains previously published material. Authors must adhere to the following procedure guidelines; failure to do so will result in delays in processing the manuscript.

II. Manuscripts
Manuscripts should be written in English or Korean and typed as shown in this format, using Times Roman 10 characters or equivalent, on A4 sheets with margins which used in this format.

The title should be concise and specific. 한글로 작성된 논문의 경우 제목은 한글과 영어 제목이 모두 주어진 양식에 맞추어서 기술되어야 합니다. When the length of the title exceeds 40 characters, a running title should be indicated. The name of the institute where the research was carried out should be stated with each author's name and the complete address, as well as the e-mail address (if applicable) of the corresponding author. 또한 한글로 준비된 논문의 경우 저자명 또한 영어와 한글을 사용하여 주어진 양식에 따라 기술되어야 합니다.

An abstract of 200 words or less should be provided in English.

Keywords. Authors are requested to select three to five key words and write those on the title page of their article in English. Chemical symbols can be provided.

References in the text should be provided in English. They should be numbered (e.g., “Ahn and Yoo [1] have shown that ...”) and listed on a separate sheet stating the author, title, journal, volume, the numbers of the first and the last page (e.g., 180-187), and the year of publication (in brackets). Example: [1] Jung_ Geun Ahn and Il_Han Yoo, “Microwave properties of high-TC superconductors”, J. Superconductivity, 1, 180-187 (1999). Multiple references are each numbered with separate brackets (e.g., “[2, 3]” or “[1-3]”). In sentence, refer simply to the reference number (e.g., [2]), except at the beginning of a sentence (e.g., “Reference [2] shows ...”). Give all authors' names unless there are six authors or more. Use a space after authors' initials. Papers that have not been published, even if they have been submitted, should be cited as “unpublished”. Papers that have been accepted for publication should be cited as “in press”. Please give affiliation and addresses for personal communications. Capitalize only the first word in a paper title, except for proper nouns and element symbols.
Each formula should be clearly written and numbered in parentheses [e.g., A = B (1)] consecutively. Vectors will be printed in bold-face italics (heavy, slanting type), and should be indicated by a wavy underlining in the manuscript. Refer to e.g., “Eq. (1)”, not “equation (1)”, except at the beginning of a sentence [e.g., “Equation (1) is ...”].

Units : Use either CGS or SI as primary units.  An exception is when English units are used as identifiers in trade, such as “5¼-in disk drive”. Avoid combining SI and CGS units, such as current in amperes and magnetic field in oersteds, if not necessary.

Abbreviations and Acronyms : Define abbreviations and acronyms the first time they are used in the text, even after they have already been defined in the abstract. Do not use abbreviations in the title unless unavoidable.

Other recommendations : Use the abbreviation “Fig.” even at the beginning of a sentence. Do not abbreviate “Table”. Tables are numbered with Roman numerals. Use a zero before decimal points (e.g., “0.25”, not “.25”) and indicate sample dimensions as "0.1 cm × 0.2 cm", not 0.1 × 0.2cm2.
Figures must be prepared in English. They must be numbered and submitted on separate sheets, one figure per page. A list of figure captions must also be provided in English and included on a separate page.

Figures should be drawn with dark lines and similarly sized, large lettering, and all axes must be labeled. Use words rather than symbols. As an example, write the quantity “Current Density,” or “Current Density, J,” not just “J.” Put units in parentheses [e.g., Current Density (A/m2) or Current Density (A·m-2)]. In using multipliers, write “Current Density (106 A/m2)”. Shading should be avoided. In general, plots taken from plotters using fiber-tipped pens, laboratory instruments, and dot-matrix printers are unacceptable and will be returned for revision.
Note that virtually all figures will be reduced to a width of 7.6 cm or less unless their complexity, large width-to-height ratio, or need to display spcial detail makes a larger format necessary (maximum pinted width ~ 20 cm).

The lettering used on a drawing should be chosen so that after reduction, the height of numbers and letters fall within the range 1.2 - 2.4 mm. Unless care is taken in their preparation, detail will be lost.

Clear photo copies are acceptable for line drawings.  Color printing of figures is available, but is billed to the author(s). Contact the Editor if you require color printing. Otherwise, use black-and-white figures.

Do not send figures with your revised manuscript unless those figures have been changed.

Tables must be provided in English. They must be numbered using Roman numerals (e.g., “In Table 1,...”) and submitted on separate sheets, one table per page. Each table caption must be written in English and included on top of each table.

III. Other instructions

Proofs and alterations

Proofs must be read by the author. Note that alterations in the text are not permitted once the paper has been typeset.

Refereeing

All papers are subjected to refereeing. Papers will be reviewed for their technical merit, and decisions to publish will be made primarily based on reviewer's

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reports. If a paper cannot be accepted in the form it was submitted, the corresponding author will be informed about the referee's comments.

Acceptance

Acceptance forms will be sent by the Editor.
Upon acceptance of an article by the journal, the author(s) will be asked to transfer copyright of the article to the Publisher and are obliged to pay for the publication charge, for which details are described below. The master copy and original drawings will be returned to the author(s) if the paper is not accepted for publication.

Reprints

Fifty reprints and a copy of the issue will be offered to authors who paid for the publication charge. After the paper has been accepted for publication, an order form for reprints will be sent to the author(s) together with the copyright transfer form mentioned above. Both should be returned to the publisher within a week.

Copyright

It is the policy of the Korean Superconductivity Society (KSS) to own the copyright to the technical contributions it publishes. To comply with the KSS copyright policy, authors are required to sign an KSS Copyright Transfer Form before publication in either the print or electronic medium. The form is provided upon approval of the manuscript.

Page Charges

The author(s) are obliged to pay for the publication charges for papers of five printed pages or less.  Overlength page charges of per page are mandatory for each page in excess of five pages.
Clearance of Manuscripts

The KSS must of necessity assume that materials submitted to its publications are properly available for general dissemination to the audiences the KSS are organized to serve. It is the responsibility of the author, not the KSS, to determine whether disclosure of their material requires the prior consent of other parties and, if so, to obtain it.

Electronic Publishing

This form of manuscript handling is recommended for the accepted paper: At the time of initial submission, the author is encouraged to submit only the hard (paper) copies. Upon final acceptance of the manuscript, the author is encouraged to submit the final version of his manuscript in electronic form on a floppy disk clearly marked with the operating system (preferably Window 95 or later version) and software format, together with two identical paper copies. The preferred word processors include MS Word97 (or later version) and Hangul (version 3.0 or later). Figures, tables, and photos may be submitted in a camera-ready form or in an electronic form on a diskette separate from the paper. Photos should be black-and-white glossies.
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
